of I-ligher Education

THE Oregon state system of higher education, as organ­
ized in 1932 by the State Board of Higher Education
following a Federal Survey of higher education in Ore­

gon, includes all the state-supported institutions of higher
learning. The several institutions, located at six different
places in the state, are now elements in an articulated system,
parts of an integrated whole. The educational program is so
organized as to distribute as widely as possible throughout
the state the opportunities for general education and to center
on a particular campus specialized technical and professional
curricula closely related to one another.

The institutions comprising the state system of higher
education include the University of Oregon at Eugene, Ore­
gon State Agricultural College at Corvallis, the University
of Oregon Medical School at Portland, the Oregon Normal
School at Monmouth, the Southern Oregon Normal School
at Ashland and the Eastern Oregon Normal School at La
Grande.

Except at the Medical School, which is on a graduate
basis, each institution provides the general and disciplinary'
studies essential to a well-rounded education. At all the three
normal schools these general studies are combined with
teacher training in two-year professional curricula, with
special provision at the Southern and the Eastern Oregon
normal .schools for junior college privileges. At both the
University and the State College, the Lower Division pro­
vides two years of unspecialized work in liberal arts and
sciences.

Beyond the lower division level the work of the two insti­
tutions is distinctly differentiated. At the University are
centered the advanced work in the arts, letters, and social sci­
ences, and the professional schools most closely related to
these fundamental fields of knowledge. At the State College
are centered the advanced work in the physical and biological
sciences and the technical and professional schools resting
essentially on these natural sciences.

Organization and Facilities

THE University of Oregon Medical School has been in continued
operation since 1887, when it was established by a charter from the
regents of the University. On September I, 1913, the Willamette
University department of medicine was merged with the University

of Oregon Medical School. The former retired permanently from the field
of medical education, leaving the latter the only medical school in the
Pacific Northwest. Under the terms of the merger, the students of Wil­
lamette University medical department were transferred to the University
of Oregon Medical School, and upon graduation received diplomas indica­
tive of the consolidation. The alumni bodies of the two institutions were
also merged.

The Medical School is organized into instructional divisions as fol­
lows :basic science departments, comprising those sciences basic to medi­
cine; clinical departments, comprising Medicine with its various branches,
Surgery with its various branches, Obstetrics, and Pediatrics; and the
Department of Nursing Education.

Location

PORTLAND (population 301,815), situated on the Willamette River
near its junction with the Columbia, is a modern city of diverse
business and industrial activities. Although 100 miles from the

Pacific, Portland is an important seaport. The city is known for its beau­
tiful homes, parks, and boulevards, and for its equable climate. The foot­
hills of the Cascade Mountains rise on the outskirts of the city. Mount
Hood, one of the major peaks of the range, towers on the southeastern
horizon. As indicated elsewhere, concentration of a number of hospitals
on the campus of the Medical School and articulation of the work of the
school with various health and social agencies of the city afford superior
opportunities for medical study.

The Campus

PRIOR to 1919 the Medical School was housed in a three-story frame
building at Twenty-third and Lovejoy streets near Good Samaritan
Hospital. In the spring of 1914 a tract of twenty acres was deeded

to the regents of the University by the Oregon-Washington Railroad and
Navigation Company, as a campus for future development of a center of
medical teaching and research. The campus was enlarged in 1924 by
the addition of an adjoining tract of eighty-eight acres, a gift of Mrs. C. S.
Jackson and Mr. Philip Jackson in behalf and in memory of the late
C. S. Jackson. It is named Sam Jackson Park. The entire campus of
one hundred and eight acres occupies a site of exceptional scenic grandeur,
at an elevation overlooking the city and the Willamette River, isolated from
noise and smoke but within one and one-half miles of the business center.
It affords an ideal setting for medical school buildings and affiliated hospi-
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tals. In 1920 the University conveyed to Multnomah County nine acres
on the campus for the construction of a general charity hospital. In 1926
a tract of twenty-five acres was deeded to the United States government
as a site for a new Veterans' Bureau hospital of three hundred beds.

Buildings
The First Medical School Unit (1919) was made possible by an appro­

priation of $110,000 by the 1917 State Legislature and by cash donations
amounting to $25,000 from Portland citizens. The building is a three-story
reinforced concrete structure, housing the preclinical departments.

MacKenzie Hall (1922), second unit of the Medical School Building, was
made possible by an appropriation of $113,000 by the 1921 State Legisla­
ture, matched by an equal appropriation from the General Education Board
of New York. It is named in honor of the late Dean Kenneth A. J. Mac­
Kenzie. The building is four stories high, similar in construction to the
first unit but with twice its capacity. The General Education Board ap­
propriated $50,000 in addition for equipment.

The Doernbecher Memorial Hospital for Children (1926) was made
possible by a gift of $200,000 in 1924 by Mrs. E. W. Morse and Mr. Edward
Doernbecher in behalf and in memory of their father, the late F. S. Doern­
becher, for the establishment and construction of a children's hospital.
This gift was augmented by individual gifts totaling $120,000. The hospital
contains 80 beds for children. The hospital is located on the Medical
School campus. It provides exceptional facilities for the care of sick and
disabled children committed to the Medical School by the counties of the
state under the Children's Hospital Service Law.

The Outpatient Clinic (1931). This unit, connecting the Doernbecher
Memorial Hospital for Children and the Multnomah County General Hos­
pital, affords teaching facilities for the clinical branches of the Medical
School. The building was made possible by a gift from the General Edu­
cation Board of New York amounting to $400,000.

Clinical and Special Facilities

CLINICAL facilities are afforded by the Multnomah County Hospital,
the Doernbecher Memorial Hospital for Children, the Outpatient
Clinic, and the Extramural Clinics. These institutions and agencies

are effectively coordinated for the clinical needs of the Medical School.

Mu1tnomah County Hospital. The commissioners of Multnomah
County accepted the gift of nine acres on the Medical School campus and
constructed thereon the first unit of the Multnomah County Hospital,
which was opened in 1923. The unit, built at a. cost of approximately
$1,000,000, embodies the most modern conceptions of a teaching hospital.
It accommodates 300 beds and is a general charity hospital. Contemplated
additional units will increase the capacity to 500 beds.

Under the terms of a contractual agreement between the commis­
sioners of Multnomah County and the University of Oregon, the Medical

School has access to the hospital for teaching purposes and the director
of the hospital becomes a University official. The director of the hospital
appoints the professional staff, seventy-five per cent of whom are appoint­
ed from nomination by the Medical School. The arrangement provides a
most successful affiliation for teaching, research, and the care of the sick.

The Doernbecher Memorial Hospital for Children affords every facility
for teaching and research in the departments of pediatrics and other clin­
ical divisions. The hospital is operated by state appropriations and private
donations.

The Outpatient Clinic unit of the Medical School joins the Doern­
becher Memorial Hospital for Children and the Multnomah County Gen­
eral Hospital, thus unifying admissions, medical records, X-ray, laboratory,
social service, and other such special medical services, eliminating dupli­
tion, and facilitating the care of patients and the teaching of medical
students. The history of the Outpatient Clinic begins with the founding
of the Portland Free Dispensary in 1907 by the People's Institute, a private
philanthropic institution. The dispensary became affiliated with the Medi­
cal School in 1909. It was located at Fourth and Jefferson streets until
January 1, 1931, when it was merged into the Outpatient Clinic on the
Medical School campus.

The budget for maintenance and operation of the Clinic is derived
from Multnomah County, the City of Portland, the State Board of Health,
the Medical School, the Oregon Tuberculosis Association, the Portland
Community Chest, and the Junior League of Portland. Cooperative
service is furnished by the Junior League of Portland and the Visiting
Nurses Association.

Extramural Clinics. Clinics and ward walks for small classes are con­
ducted in a number of hospitals not situated on the Medical School cam­
pus. These classes are held at Good Samaritan Hospital, St. Vincent's
Hospital, Portland Surgical Hospital, Emanuel Hospital, Portland Medical
Hospital, the Portland Sanitarium, Waverly Baby Home, Albertina Kerr
Nursery, Contagious Hospital, and the State Hospital for the Insane.

Autopsy Service and Pathological Museum. Under a contractual agree­
ment with the Multnomah County commissioners, the Department of
Pathology of the Medical School is designated to perform and record all
coroner's autopsies. Approximately 400 autopsies are performed a year.
This arrangement materially augments the Pathological Museum and af­
fords unusual opportunity for teaching in pathology and medical juris­
prudence, besides assuring authoritative records for medico-legal pur­
poses. The museum, under a curator, has gross and tissue specimens
numbering many thousands.

Library

THE Medical School library contains more than 19,000 volumes and
receives 350 current journals. Through the privilege of interlibrary
loans it is possible to procure within a few days volumes not con­

tained in this collection. The library is supported from the general Medical
School fund. In addition the Oregon State Board of Medical Examiners,

the Portland Academy of Medicine, and the Portland City and County
Medical Society contribute annually toward its maintenance.

Included in the library is the valuable collection of Dr. Ernst A.
Sommer, consisting of nearly 2000 volumes, which was presented to the
school by Doctor Sommer in March, 1933.

Admission and Requirements

A PPLICATION for admission should be made not later than July 1.
The list of matriculants must be completed early in July. It is
.therefore impossible to consider applications submitted after July 1.

Notice of acceptance of application is accompanied by an original and
a duplicate matriculation card. The original is to be presented on regis­
tration day. The duplicate must be returned not later than ten days
following receipt, with matriculation -fee of $5.00 and a deposit of $20.00
to reserve a place in the entering class. The deposit of $20.00 applies
toward the tuition fee of the first term. It is not refundable after a period
of thirty days following notice of acceptance.

Applicants for admission are required to have satisfactorily completed
four years in an accredited high school, or its equivalent, and collegiate
prepa,ration covering not less than three years of study in an acceptable
institution. Preparation for entrance to the Medical School must include
the following:

The etudent preparing to etudy medicine is advised
to pla~ .8 balance Ip elective.cours~ between courses in liberal arts and courses, beyond
the mmlmum requIrements, m subJects prescribed for admission to the medical school
Subjects suggested are: history, economics. sociology, psychology. mathematics and
advanced work in English and literature. •

Present facilities necessitate limiting each entering class to sixty.
Many more than this number apply for admission. Selection is made
upon the basis of scholarship, thoroughness of preparation, and personal
fitness for the profession.

Aptitude Tests. All applicants for admission are expected to have
taken the Aptitude Test given by the Association of American Medical
Colleges at the various institutions offering premedical curricula. Excep­
tions to this rule may be allowed in the case of applicants who, because
of legitimate reasons approved by the Committee on Admissions, have
been unable to take the test.

Bachelor's Degree. A student entering the University of Oregon
Medical School without the Bachelor of Arts or Bachelor of Science de­
gree. must become eligible for one of these degrees, either at the Uni­
versIty of Oregon or Oregon State College, or at the institution at which
he received his premedical preparation, before entering upon the work
of the third year in the Medical School.

The student may take a bachelor's degree in the College of Social
Science in the University or in the School of Science at the State College.
For the degree in Social Science the student must complete a total of 186
hours, including courses which satisfy the Lower Division group require­
ments and the requirements for a major in Social Science. For the degree
in Science the student must complete a total of 192 hours, including courses
which satisfy the Lower Division group requirements and the require­
ments for a major in Science.

Special Students. Students who are not candidates for the degree
of Doctor of Medicine may register as special students in courses in
fundamental laboratory branches of medical science for which they are
prepared; gradna.tes in medicine may register as special students in any!
course. Special students ate required to submit credentials and secure
the approval of the Committee on Admissions before registering. No
matriculants other than graduates in medicine are accepted as special stu­
dents in clinical subjects. No graduates in medicine are accepted as can­
didates for the degree of Doctor ot Medicine.

Special students who register for special work and who are not
candidates for the degree of Doctor of Medicine are charged tuition ac­
cording to the amount of work undertaken and the nature of the courses.

Admission with Advanced Standing. A student is not accepted for
admission with advanced standing unless his official credentials are ac­
companied by a statement from the registrar of the institution ftom which
he is transferring to the effect that the applicant's scholarship in medical
school work ranks him in the upper fifty per cent of his class. An honor­
able dismissal and premedical pteparation meeting the regular tequire.
ments for admission are also requited.
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Promotions from the first to the second year and from the second
to the third year are based upon annual examinations. Formal course
examinations for first and second year students at the close of each term
have been discontinued. The term system of examination is still main­
tained for special and graduate students. Instructors give oral and written
quizzes at such intervals as seem desirable for the particular course.
Records are kept by the instructor and used by him in determining
whether or not the student has sufficient command of the material
of the course to warrant taking the annual examination in the subject.
The instructor at the close of the course (term) declares the student
eligible to take the annual examination; or, if attendance is poor, interest
lacking, or scholarship inferior, he may declare the student ineligible, in
which case the course must be repeated. At the close of the academic
year in June, those students who have been declared eligible in all the
courses taken during the year are given an examination covering the
year's work in all courses taken. The entire examination is given again
in September for those who were unable to take the June examination.
or who took that examination but failed to pass.

Requirements for Degrees. Work is offered at the Medical School lead­
ing to M.D., M.A., M.S., and Ph.D. degrees.

M.D. Degree. A candidate for the degree of Doctor of Medicine must
have completed satisfactorily the curriculum described below. Students
admitted with advanced standing must take at least the last year of work
at this medical school. All candidates for degrees are expected to be
present at the commencement exercises and receive the diploma in person.

M.A., M.S., and Ph.D. Degrees. The departments of Anatomy, Bac­
teriology and Hygiene, Biochemistry, Pathology, Pharmacology, and Phy­
siology offer instruction leading to the Master of Arts, the Master of
Science, and the Doctor of Philosophy degrees. Work toward these ao­
vanced degrees is offered as an integral part of the work of the Graduate
Division of the Oregon State System of Higher Education, and is subject
to the rules and regulations published in the catalog of the Graduate
Division.

Summer Courses

BOTH preclinical and clinical courses are offered at the Medical School
during the sumnter. They are open to students registered in the
Medical School. .

Preclinical courses for medical students or others qualified for the
work are offered during the summer at the Medical School, provided a
sufficient number is enrolled to warrant. Tuition for these courses is
based on the number of credit hours given for each course, the rate being
$4.50 per term hour. Classes begin at 8:00 and laboratory work follows
lecture work.

Clinical. A limited amount of clinical work at the Outpatient Clinic
is open during the summer months to medical students of junior and senior
standing. The full time required for work in the fall, winter, and spring

terr,ns is r~quired when a course is taken in the summer. Clinics, for
whIch requIred or elective credit may be given, are conducted in medicine
surgery, dermatology, urological disease, ophthalmology, otology, rhinol~
ogy, laryngology, gynecology, and obstetrics.

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FEE REFUNDS
Students who withdraw and who have complied with the regulations

governing withdrawals will be entitled to certain refunds of fees paid,
depending on the time of withdrawal. In no case shall the amount re­
tained by the institution be less than $5.00. The amounts listed below
will be refunded under the conditions indicated.

The $25.00 deposit required to reserve a place in the entering
class is not refundable after a period of thirty days following
notice of acceptance.

If withdrawal is requested after the close of the fourth week of
classes, and before the close of the sixth week, one-fourth of the
term fees shall be refunded.

After the close of the sixth week of classes no refunds shall be
allowed.

(5) In case of persons of legal age, such things as residence of parents or nearest
rela.tives, or --:ife, or children, ?r intima?, friends .to whom one wou'ld naturally
go In case of illness or other dIstress, will be conSIdered as factors entering into
the matter of intent.

Fellowships and Prizes

REGULATIONS GOVERNING NON-RESIDENT TUITION

The Oregon State Board of Higher Education has defined a non-resi­
dent student as a person who comes into Oregon from another state for
the purpose of attending one of the institutions under the control of the
Board.

In order to draw a clear line between resident and non-resident stu-
dents, the Board has ordered that all students in the institutions under its
control who have not been domiciled in Oregon for more than one year
imm~diately preceding the day of their first enrollment in the institution
shall be termed non-resident students, with the following exceptions:

(1) Students whose fathers (or mothers, if the father is not living) are
domiciled, as defined under (1) below, in the State of Oregon.

(2) Children of regular employees of the Federal Government sta­
tioned in the State of Oregon.

The Jones Lectureship in Medicine, founded by Dr. Noble Wiley
Jones of Portland, provides the income from a $5,000 fund for a series of
lectures by an authority in some branch of medical science.

B. Cannon, professor of physiology,
Harvard U:nive~sity; the ninth, in 1933, by Dr. George H. Whipple, Dean
of the Umverslty of Rochester Medical School; and the tenth, in 1934,
by Dr. John Farquhar Fulton, Sterling Professor of Physiology, Yale
University School of Medicine.

T HE curriculum in medicine comprises a total of seven years' work
beyond high school. The first three years, as indicated above, must
be satisfactorily completed before admission to the Medical School

at Portland. It has been found necessary for the present to limit the
number of first-year students at the Medical School; consequently, com­
pletion of the third premedical year does not guarantee admission to the
Medical School.

The four years spent in the Medical School at Portland are devoted to
the subjects of the regular four-year curriculum in medicine required by
law.

The prescribed and recommended subjects for the first, second, and
third undergraduate years-i.e., premedical instruction-are described un­
der Requirements for Admission. In the first, second, third, and fourth
years at the Medical School there are 4,367 hours of required wotk.
In addition to this, 10 term hours must be earned from the list of elective
courses offered. Elective courses may be taken with the permission of the
instructor in any term for which they are scheduled. Students should con~
suit the instructor in charge before enrolling in an elective course. Des­
criptions of courses are to be found under the several department headings.

Organization and Requirements

NURSING education at the Medical School is organized on a col­
legiate basis and leads to a Junior Certificate and Bachelor of Arts
or Bachelor of Science degree. The Department prepares the student

for state registration, in cooperation with affiliated hospital schools of
nursing in Portland which meet the requirements for this high standard
of training.

DEGREES AND CERTIFICATES

The Department of Nursing Education offers curricula as follows:

Degree Curricula. Fiv~-year and four-year degree curricula in Nurs­
ing, the first two years of which are given at the University of Oregon,
Eugene, or at Oregon State College, Corvallis. These curricula lead to the

Bachelor of Arts or the Bachelor of Science degree from the University or the
State College and a diploma in nursing from the hospital school, the latter
being prerequisite for the State Board examination for nurse registration.

Junior Certificate Curriculum. A three-year Junior Certificate Curriculum
in Nursing offered in affiliation with St. Vincent's, Good Samaritan, and
Multnomah County hospitals, leading to the Junior Certificate and to a di­
ploma from the hospital school, the latter being prerequisite for the State
Board examination for nurse registration.

Advanced Work for Graduate Nurses. A four-term curriculum in Pub­
lic Health Nursing, leading to a Certificate in Public Health Nursing.

A three-term curriculum in Obstetrics leading to a Certificate in
Obstetrical Nursing.

A three-term curriculum in Orthopaedics leading to a Certificate in
Orthopaedic Nursing.

A three-term curriculum in Pediatrics leading to a Certificate in
Pediatric Nursing.

REGULATIONS AND REQUIREMENTS

Placement Examination in English. All students registering as fresh­
men are required to take a preliminary examination for the purpose of
demonstrating their preparation in English. The examination covers the
fundamental principles of grammar and requires evidence of the student's
ability to apply these principles in writing. Students failing to obtain a
satisfactory grade in this examination are required to pass satisfactorily
Corrective English (English K) before registering for work in English
Composition.

Grades and Points. The quality of student work is measured by a
system of grades and grade points.

Grades. The grading system consists of four passing grades, A, B, C, D;
failure, F; incomplete, INC. Students ordinarily receive one of the four
passing grades or failure. When the quality of the work is satisfactory,
but the course has not been completed, for reasons acceptable to the in­
structor, a record of incomplete is made and additional time is granted;
this additional time is only to the end of the next subsequent term that the
student is registered in the institution. Students are officially withdrawn
(W) from a course on filing the proper blanks with the registrar's office.

Exceptional accomplishment is denoted by the grade of A, superior
by B, average by C, inferior by D, unsatisfactory by F.

Points. Grade points are computed on the basis of 3 points for each term
hour of A grade, 2 for each term hour of B, 1 for each term hour of C,
o for each term hour of D, and -1 (minus one) for each term hour of F.
Marks of INC. and W. are disregarded in the computation of points. The
grade point average (GPA) is the quotient of total points divided by total
term hours, total term hours being the number of term hours in which
grades (A, B, C, D, and F) are received.

A loan fund of $1,250, bequeathed by the late Mrs. Fannie Frank for
the purpose of educating graduate nurses, is available to those taking the
Public Nursing curriculum. The fund is administered by the dean of the
Medical School.

versity campus at Eugene and on the State College campus at Corvallis.
The student then takes one term of work at the University of Oregon
Medical School in the Department of Nursing Education, before enter­
ing one of the affiliated hospital schools of nursing for two years of pro­
fessional study and training. The hospital schools of llursing now affiliated
with the Department of Nursing Education are the St. Vincent's Hospital
School of Nursing, the Good Samaritan Hospital School of Nursing, and
the Multnomah County Hospital School of Nursing.

While the student is in residence at anyone of the affiliated hospital
schools, all courses not requiring the hospital as a laboratory are given
at the University of Oregon Medical School in the Department of Nurs­
ing Education. Every effort is made to correlate theory with practice.

In the fifth and senior year the student specializes in public health
nursing, hospital administration, or some other special type of nursing
education, offered at the University of Oregon Medical School in Port­
land or in the College of Social Science of the University of Oregon, at
Eugene.

The first two years of the curriculum are designed to accomplish two
things: (l) The courses have been selected with a view to their cultural
value. The work is equivalent, culturally. to the regular Lower Division
curricula in liberal arts and sciences. (2) The courses have been ar­
ranged to provide the student with special professional preparation which
will enable her to complete her work in the hospital school in' two years
instead of three, the time usually required for work leading to nurse reg­
istration.

Students in pre-nursing entering the College or the University in the
fall of 1934 may have the advantage of a change in curriculum which will
reduce by one year the time required to secure a degree. These students
may take summer terms in the hospital school of their selection in the
summers of 1935 and 1936. During these two terms of eleven weeks each
they will take courses in applied science in the Department of Nursing
Education, University of Oregon Medical School, and in nursing pro­
cedures in the hospital school.

At present the University of Oregon Medical School allows forty­
five term hours credit for work (theory and practice) in a school of nurs­
ing other' than those affiliated, on a transcript of record from the hospital
school signed by the director of nursing education of the school. A stu­
dent to receive this credit must be a graduate of a standard school of
nursing which admits only high school graduates.

Penalties for late registration and late payment of fees are as follows:

Students who are not registered on or before the official registration
day will be charged a fee of $1 for late registration during the first week,
after which time they will not be permitted to register except by special
petition. •

Nursing affords many opportunities for a woman who is well pre­
pared. The Department of Nursing Education, conceiving preparation for
nursing as· professional education of a high order, offers five-year and
four-year professional curricula, which lead to the Bachelor of Arts or
Bachelor of Science degree, and prepare for nurse registration.

The first two years of the five~year curriculum are offered on the U ni-

The Department of Nursing Education of the University.of Oregon
Medical School offers a three-year hospital curriculum which leads to the
Junior Certificate.

Vincent Hospital School of Nursing, the Good Samaritan Hospital School
of Nursing, and the Multnomah County Hospital School of Nursing. Pre­
requisite is the eleven week pre-nursing curriculum which is offered in the
summer and winter terms at the University of Oregon Medical School
in Portland. Students completing this curriculum are also eligible to take
the Oregon State Board Examination for nurse registration.

ADVANCED CURRICULA IN NURSING EDUCATION

Public Health Nursing. The Department of Nursing Education offers
a four-term curriculum in Public Health Nursing which prepares the stu­
dent as a public health nurse in urban or rural communities and leads to a
Certificate in Public Health Nursing. Prerequisites for entrance are: (1)
college matriculation; (2) graduation from an accredited school for nurses
and nurse registration, cr senior standing in the degree curriculum in
nursing; (3) formal acceptance of the candidate for admission by the Di­
rector of the Department of Nursing Education after consideration of
previous academic work, record of experience, age, personality, and other
evidences of probable success as a public health nurse.

A second year in public health nursing is also offered. In this year
the student is allowed considerable latitude in her choice of subjects.

If the student is a candidate for the bacbelor's degree she may be
allowed forty-five term hours of academic credit for three years of nursing
education if the school for nurses in which she has had training meets the
requirements of the standard curriculum for schools of nursing.

Through the cooperation of Portland health and social agencies, the
public health nursing student has during the first two terms an oppor­
tunity for practice in the urban field; in the spring term, by an arrange­
ment made with the Bureau of Public Health Nursing of the State De­
partment of Health and through the cooperation of the Multnomah County
Public Health Nursing Association, practice is given in rural districts in
the vicinity of Portland.

Regular students in the one-year certificate curriculum in Public
Health Nursing carry at least sixteen hours of work each term for four
terms. This includes fifteen hours of field work per week (five term hours
per term) in addition to theoretical courses outlined. The second-year
student is allowed considerable latitude in electives, for special work in·the
field of public health nursing' in which she may wish to specialize.

Orthopaedic Nursing. The Department of Nursing Education offers
a three-term curriculum in Nursing in Orthopaedics which leads to a cer­
tificate. For admission the student must fulfill the entrance requirements
listed under Public Health Nursing above, and, in addition, take an examin­
ation in anatomy and in orthopaedic nursing as outlined in the Standard
Curriculum for Schools of Nursing. Only applicants making a satisfactory
grade will be admitted.

Through the cooperation of the Doernbecher Memorial Hospital, the
Shriners' Hospital for Crippled Children, and the Outpatient Clinic of
the University of Oregon Medical School, the student will have experi­
ence in ward management, and in care of patients in hospital, clinic, and
home.

Obstetrical Nursing. The Department of Nursing Education offers
a three-term curriculum in Nursing in Obstetrics which prepares the stu­
dent for employment as head nurse in the obstetrical department in a
hospital, or for specialization in obstetrical nursing service in home, clinic,
or hospital. The curriculum leads to a Certificate in Obstetrical Nursing.
For admission the student must fulfill the entrance requirements listed
under Public Health Nursing above, and, in addition, take a preliminary
examination covering the course in obstetrics as outlined in the Standard

Nur 101 Anatomy and Physiology. Summer or second term, 6 hours.
To give the student a practical working knowledge of the struc­

ture and function of the skeletal system, and an appreciation of the
human body as an efficient machine; to form the basis for the study
of pathological conditions and materia medica; and to train in habits
of exact observation. Lectures, 4~~ hours; laboratory,S hours; 105
hours. Dr. Manville.

Nur 111. Drugs and Solutions. Summer or second term, 3 hours.
To familiarize the student with common drugs used as disinfect­

ants and antiseptics, presenting these in groups according to their
common characteristics; to insure accuracy and afford practice in
making up solutions commonly used by the nurse; to teach tables,
arithmetic, and method necessary for this purpose. Lectures, 2 hours;
laboratory, 2 hours; 44 hours. Miss Wheelock.

Nur 112. Elementary Chemistry. Summer or second term, 4 hours.
An introductory course in chemistry, designed to give the student

in nursing a basis for the intelligent study of such subjects as physiol-
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ogy, nutrition, bacteriology, public health, materia medica, and prac­
tical nursing. Lectures, 2 hours; laboratory, 4 hours; 66 hours. Mr.
Moore.

Nur 113. Personal Hygiene. Summer or second term. 3 hours.
Designed to give the student the fundamental principles for build­

ing health, to help the student form sound health habits, and to give
scientific metb.ods for teaching health. Lectures, 3 hours; 33 hours.
Miss Wheelock.

*Nur 325. Bacteriology and Immunology. Summer term, 5 hours.
A study of the general characteristics of bacteria and their relation

to disease. Considerable attention will be given also to the special
reactions of the human body to infection, and the application of these
reactions to the diagnosis, prevention, and treatment of infective dis­
eases. Lectures, 3 hours; laboratory. 6 hours; 99 hours. Dr. Sears.

JUNIOR CERTIFICATE COURSES

FIRST YEAR

Nur 102. Bacteriology. First or second term, 3 hours.
This course is designed to help the student in nursing understand

the characteristics and habits of microorganisms so that she may
know how to protect her patient, the public, and herself from infection.
Lectures, 2 hours; laboratory, 2 hours; 44 hours. Dr. Sears.

Nur 115. Nutrition. First or third term, 3 hours.
This course is arranged to give the student a knowledge of the

nutritive value of foods, their chemical combination, and use for qifter­
ent age groups in health and in disease. Lectures, 2 hours; laboratory,
2 hours; 44 hours. Dr. Manville.

Nur 116. Communicable Disease Nursing. Second or third term, 2 hours.
To give the student a practical understanding of the symptoms

and treatment of the commoner communicable diseases. Lectures. 2
hours; 22 hours. Miss Wheelock.

Nur 117. Materia Medica and Therapeutics. First or second term, 2 hours.
This course is designed to continue the study of drugs with special

reference to their use as therapeutic agencies and with emphasis upon
the accurate administration of medicines and intelligent reporting of
results. Lectures, 2 hours; 22 hours. Dr. Osgood.

Nur 118. Medical Diseases. Second or third term, 2 hours.
The object of this course is to give the student a practical un­

derstanding of the causes, symptoms, prevention, and treatment of
medical diseases, so that she may be prepared to give skilled assistance
to the physician in the care of the patient. To develop skill in report­
ing symptoms of disease and the effect of treatment. Lectures, 2
hours; 22 hours. Dr. Osgood.

·Required only for degree students in nursing who have completed two years on the
campus at Eugene or Corvallis.

Nur 120. Physiology of Disease. First term, 2 hours.
A study of the fundamental changes in physiology resulting from

disease processes. Emphasis is placed on the application of this knowl­
edge to practical nursing care. Lectures, 2 hours; 22 hours. Dr.
Moore.

Nur 201. Public Health. Second or third term, 2 hours.
The causes and preventions of communicable diseases. Public

health practices. Lectures, illustrated with the microscope, lantern
slides, charts, and bacterial cultures. Lectures, 2 hours; 22 hours. Dr.
Sears. .

Eng K. Corrective English. First or second term. 1 hour.
A one-term course in the mechanics of English for those who

rank in the lowest twenty percent as measured by the English place­
ment test. The student must pass this course or receive the proper
rating on his placement test before he is permitted to register for any
other written English course. Two recitations.

SECOND YEAR

Eng 111, 112, 113. English Composition. Three terms, 2 hours each term.
A year course in the fundamentals of English composition and

rhetoric, with frequent written themes in the various forms of dis­
course. Special attention is paid to correctness in fundamentals and to
the organization of papers. Lectures, 2 hours; 44 hours each term.
Mr. Reynolds. .

*Nur 203. Modem Social and Health Movements. Second or third term, 2
hours.
A study of the historical background for modern social and health

movements. Present-day problems and methods used in the attempt to
solve them. The relation of the nurse, (private duty, institutional, and
public health), to these problems and programs. Lectures, 2 hours; 22
hours. Miss Wheelock.

Nur 219. Surgical Diseases. Any term, 2 hours.
To instruct the student in nursing in the etiology and symptoms

of the principal surgical diseases, and in preparative, operative, and
post-operative treatment, so that she may give intelligent assistance
to the surgeon in promoting the patient's recovery. Lectures, 2 hours;
22 hours. Dr. Seabrook.

Nur 220. Eye. Ear. Nose. and Throat. First or second term, 1 hour.
A study of the care and treatment of the eye, ear, nose, and throat

under normal and abnormal conditions. Lectures, 1 hour; 11 hours.
Drs. Fenton and Kiehle.

Nur 221. Orthopaedic Surgery. First or second term. 1 hour.
Brief history of orthopaedic surgery. showing recent progress. A

study of normal motions, symptoms of abnormalities, and methods of
treatment, so that the nurse may give skilled assistance to the ortho­
paedic surgeon in making corrections for the patient. Lectures, 1 hour;
11 hours. Dr. Lucas.

·Credit earned in this course may be applied toward a major in Sociology.
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Nur 302. Case Work Methods Applied to Nursing. First or third term,
2-4 hours.
A study of the principles underlying case work and an application

of the methods used and found effective in other fields to the develop­
ment and use of nursing case histories. Lectures, 2-4 hours; 22-44
hours. Miss Thompson.

Nur 304. Obstetrics. First or second term, 2 hours.
A study of the value of the individual family to the race. The im­

portance of adequate medical and nursing care for maternity patients
from the begir..ning of pregnancy through the puerperium. Physiology
and hygiene of normal pregnancy, complications, treatment, care of
patients in hospital or home. Lectures, 2 hours; 22 hours. Dr. Wat­
kins.

*Nur 306. Psychiatric Nursing. Second or third term, 2 hours.
A study of the changes which occur in the mental condition of

physically ill patients. Observation of behavior on same basis as obser­
vation of physical factors; the consideration of abnormal behavior as a
symptom of disease; the relation of childhood to adult life. Causes,
prevention, and treatment in mental diseases. Lectures, 2 hours; 22
hours. Miss Thomson.

THIRD yltAR

Nur 202. Emergency Nursing. Any term, 2 hours.
Covers emergency treatment to be given before the arrival of a

doctor in cases of accident or physical injury. Lectures, 2 hours; 22
hours. Dr. Sard Wiest and staff, American Red Cross.

Nur 204. History of Nursing. First or third term, 2 hours.
A study of present-day conditions in nursing; obstacles which

have been overcome; the early leaders, and the ideals and traditions
underlying nursing. Lectures, 2 hours; 22 hours. Miss Thomson.

Nur 214. Physiotherapy. Second term, 2 hours.
To give the student nurse an elementary understanding of these

phases of treatment and appreciation of their importance. Lectures, 2
hours; 22 hours. Mrs. Collings.

*Nur 308. Survey of Field and Related Professional Problems. Any term,
2 hours.
An introduction to the various branches of nursing; problems,

responsibilities, professional organizations, relation to other profes­
sions. Opportunities for further education. Lectures, 2 hours; 22
hours. Miss Wheelock.

Nur 309. Pediatrics. Any term, 2 hours.
A study of the mental and physical development of the normal

child from birth to puberty. Feeding: maternal, supplementary, com­
plementary. Symptoms of disease in children, their prevention and
treatment. Lectures, 2 hours; 22 hours. Dr. Smith.

and manual dexterity, and to establish a fine technique in nursing.
Three sections. Lectures and laboratory. Given in hospital school.
Lectures, 1 hour; clinic, 4 hours. Miss Osborn, Miss "vVilson, and Miss
Eickman.

Nur 134. Clinics in Medical Diseases. Any term, 3 hours.
To provide bedside teaching of the student nurse in medical dis­

eases, and to give her a practical understanding of symptoms and
methods of treatment. Three sections. Lectures, 1 hour; clinic, 4
hours. Miss Osborn, Miss Wilson, Miss Eickman, and medical staff
in hospital school of nursing.

Nur 230. Clinics in Surgical Diseases. Any term, 3 hours.
To provide beside teaching of the student nurse in surgical dis­

eases, and to give her a practical understanding of symptoms and
methods. of treatment. Three sections. Lectures, 1 hour; clinic, 4
hours. Miss Osborn, Miss Wilson, Miss Eickman, and surgical staff
in hospital school of nursing.

Nur 231, 232, 233. Advanced Nursing Procedures. Three terms, 3 hours
each term.
To give the student a scientific method of approach to the nursing

care of patients in special services in hospital, such as obstetrics, pedi­
atrics, operating room, etc. Three sections. Given in hospital school.
Lectures, 1 hour; clinic, 4 hours. Miss Osborn, Miss Wilson, and Miss
Eickman.

Nur 332. Clinics in Psychiatry. First or third term, 3 hours.
Lectures, 1 hour; clinic, 4 hours. Dr. Dixon.

Nur 333. Clinics in Obstetrics. First or second term, 3 hours.
To provide bedside teaching of the student nurse in obstetrics, and

to give her a practical understanding of symptoms in both normal and
abnormal conditions and a knowledge of methods of treatment. Three
sections. Lectures, 1 hours; clinic, 4 hours. Miss Osborn, Miss Wil­
son, Miss Eickman, and obstetrical staff, hospital school of nursing.

Nur 334. Clinics in Pediatrics. Any term, 3 hours.
To provide bedside teaching of the student nurse in pediatrics, and

to give her a practical understanding of symptoms in both normal and
abnormal conditions and a knowledge of methods of treatment. Lec­

, tures, 1 hour; clinic, 4 hours. Miss Phelps and staff, Doernbecher
Hospital.

PUBLIC HEALTH NURSING

Nur 216, 217, 218. General Psychology. Three terms, 2 hours each term.
. An introductory course in general psychology designed to give
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the student a sufficient knowledge of psychology for general cultural
purposes and to serve as a basis for advanced work. Lectures, 2 hours;
44 hours each term.

Nur 310. Principles of Publicity. Summer term, 3 hours.
A practical course for social workers, teachers, ministers, and

others who handle their own publicity in a non-professional way.
Training will not only include the methods for securing adequate and
effective newspaper cooperation, but will cover various other media
that may be used to reach the public. Lectures, 3 hours; 33 hours.

Nur 311. Public Health. Third term, 2 hours.
The causes and prevention of communicable diseases. Lectures,

illustrated with the microscope, lantern slides, charts, and bacterial
cultures. The course is designed especially for social workers, nurses,
and teachers. It is given without formal laboratory period. Small fee
required for syllabus material. Lectures, 2 hours; 22 hours; Dr. Sears.

Nur 312, 313. Methods in Teaching Health. First and second terms, 2
hours each term.
This course presents methods which are being developed in the

field of health education with special relation to the public health
nurse. Lectures, 4 hours; 44 hours each term. Miss Morris.

Nur 314. Field Work in Social Case Work. First or third term,S hours.
The first term of field work will be spent in the Social Service

Department of the Outpatient Clinic in family case work. Experience
in the solution of family problems is basic to all fields of public health
nursing. Field work, 165 hours. Miss Feary.

Nur 318, 319, 320. Methods in Public Health Nursing. Three terms, 2 to 3
hours each term.
This course presents the methods which have been devised to

give service to individuals through public health nursing, (generalized
and specialized), and will, therefore, be closely correlated with the
field experience of the student. The technique which has been devel­
oped in each field of public health nursing will be critically studied in
relation to its application to individuals served. Lectures, reports on
assigned reading, and discussion. Lectures, 2-3 hours; 22-33 hours
each term. Miss Thomson, Miss Wheelock.

Nur 321. Field Work in Public Health Nursing. Second or summer term,
5 hours.
Experience will be obtained in pre-natal and post-natal nursing

with the Outpatient Clinic; infant welfare, tuberculosis, beside and
industrial nursing with the Portland Visiting Nurse Association; and
school nursing with the school nursing division of the City Health
Bureau. Clinic, 165 hours. Miss Thomson, Miss Crowe, and Miss
Fisher.

Nur 322. Field Work in Public Health Nursing. First or third term,S
hours.
Rural public health nursing under the direction of the Bureau of

Nursing, State Board of Health. Clinic, 165 hours. Miss Thomson,
Miss Billmeyer, and Miss Schreyer.

Nur 323. Field Work in Public Health Nursing. Summer or second term,
5 hours.
This course is arranged for the students who have completed three

terms of the required curriculum leading to the Certificate i.n Public
Health Nursing, and will consist of a full-time block of work with
rural or urban public health nursing agencies. Clinic, 165 hours. Miss
Thomson and staff of agency.

N ur 324. Systems in Public Health Nursing. Summer or second term, 6
hours.
The development of Public Health practices and organization

with special emphasis upon present trends in public health nursing.
Clinic, 198 hours. Miss Feary.

Nur 326. Vital Statistics. Second term, 2 hours.
Lectures and recitations dealing with the manner of collection,

the arrangement, and the uses of statistical data having a bearing
upon practical public health work. Lectures, 2 hours; 22 hours. Dr.
Sears.

N ur 405. Reading and Conferences. Any term. Hours to be arranged.

Nur 407. Seminar in Nursing. Three terms, 2 hours each term.
Arranged for advanced students in nursing. It is proposed to give

the student an opportunity to study problems relating to nursing.
Credit will be given only for the complete course. Lectures, 2 hours;
22 hours each term. Miss Thomson.

Nur 410. Methods in Social Case Work. First or third term, 3 hours.
A study of the principles and methods common to all forms of

social case work. Selected cases pertaining to the family case work
field will be used to demonstrate processes and skills generic to any
kind of case work, and employed in interviewing, analysis of situa­
tions, treatment, and case recording. Lectures, 3 hours; 33 hours.
Miss Feary. •

Nur 411, 412. Community Organization. First and second terms, 2 hours
each term; or 4 hours summer term.
A study of the theories and methods of organization; how' used

by national, state, and local organizations; of constructive and de­
structive factors existing in community life; of the background of
community movements. Students will make outline studies of organ­
izations functioning in local communities and will discuss such topics
as the fundamental institutions of any community, the inter-relation­
ships of organizations, and the ideals that should motivate all efforts
toward the development of our social machinery and its connection
with local needs and opportunities. Lectures, 2-4 hours; 22-44 hours
each term. Mrs. Orr-Dunbar.

Nur 413, 414, 415. Administration in Nursing Schools. Three terms, 2
hours each term.
Problems of training school organization in connection with hos-'

pitals of various types, and nursing schools under other forms of gov­
ernment. The essentials in nature and variety of hospital service, in
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administrative and teaching staff, and in the equipment for the main­
tenance of educational work. General problems of training school
management; the qualifications, personality, and training of superin­
ten<lent or principal; general duties and responsibilities on the admin­
istrative side; the arrangement, control, and supervision of practical
work in wards or other hospital departments; and the appointment and
direction of assistants and ward staff. Lectures, 2 hours; 44 hours
each term. Miss Phelps.

Nur 416, 417, 418. FieldWork in Hospital Administration. Three terms,
5 hours each term.
For senior students in nursing. The student will be given an op­

portunity for practice in the Doernbecher Hospital. Field work, 165
hours each term. Miss Phelps.

Nur 419, 420, 421. Advanced Principles in Nursing. Three terms, 2 hours
each term.
This course presents the principles which underlie service to indi­

viduals and families as they are applied through nursing. Lectures, 2
hours; 44 hours each term. Miss Thomson.

Nur 422, 423, 424. Advanced Field Work in Nursing. Three terms, 5
hours each term.
This course is designed for senior or graduate nurse students.

The student will be given an opportunity to work with an agency
specializing in the particular form or nursing or medical social service
in which her interest lies. Field work, 165 hours each term. Miss
Thomson, Miss ·Wheelock.

Nur 425, 426. Teaching Nursing Procedures. Any two consecutive terms,
2 hours each term. ,
A practical study of the newer and better methods which are ap­

plicable to nursing education. Practical application of project method.
Provision, for individual differences with conferences and exhibits of
approved equipment. Lectures, 2 hours; 44 hours each term. Miss
Wheelock.

Nur 427, 428. Methods and Observation of Teaching Nursing Procedures.
Any two consecutive terms, 3 hours each term.

. A professional course in methods of teaching nursing procedures
in the wards of the hospital. Student evaluation and management.
Classes will be held at each hospital from which students are enrolled.
Lectures, 1 hour; clinics, 4 hours; 55 hours each term. Miss Wheelock.

Nur SOl. Social Research. Any term, hours to be arranged.
This course is intended to give the student an opportunity to work
