ORDINANCE NUMBER 1211-06 
AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO STRUCTURE HEIGHT; ALLOWING 

GATEWAY TOWER ELEMENTS UP TO 60 FT. IN MAJOR COMMERCIAL 
CENTERS IN GENERAL COMMERCIAL (CG) PLANNING DISTRICTS 
LOCATED WITHIN 1,000 FEET OF THE INTERSTATE 1-5 NYBERG 
STREET (EXIT 289) AND LOWER BOONES FERRY ROAD (EXIT 290) 
INTERCHANGES; AMENDING TDC 31.060 AND 54.070, AND ADDING 
TDC 54.035 (PTA 06-03) 
WHEREAS upon the application of the City of Tualatin Community 

Development Department, a public hearing was held before the City Council of the City 
of Tualatin on June 26, 2006, relating to structure height; allowing gateway tower 
elements up to 60 feet in major commercial centers in General Commercial (CG) 
planning districts located within 1,000 feet of the Interstate 1-5 Nyberg Street (exit 289) 
and Lower Boones Ferry Road (exit 290) interchanges; and amending TDC 31.060 and 
54.070 and adding TDC 54.035 (PTA 06-03); and 

WHEREAS notice of public hearing was given as required under the Tualatin 
Community Plan by publication on June 8, 2006, in The Times, a newspaper of general 
circulation within the City which is evidenced by the Affidavit of Publication marked 
"Exhibit A," attached and incorporated by this reference; by posting a copy of the notice 
in two public and conspicuous places within the City, which is evidenced by the Affidavit 
of Posting, marked "Exhibit B," attached and incorporated by this reference; and 

WHEREAS a notice of public hearing was given as required by mailing to 
affected property owners which is evidenced by the Affidavit of Mailing, marked 
"Exhibit C" attached and incorporated by this reference; and 

WHEREAS the Council conducted a public hearing on June 26, 2006, and heard 
and considered the testimony and evidence presented by the City staff and those 
appearing at the public hearing; and 

WHEREAS after the conclusion of the public hearing the Council vote resulted in 
approval of the application by a vote of 7-0; and 

WHEREAS based upon the evidence and testimony heard and considered by the 
Council and especially the City staff report, the Council makes and adopts as its Findings 
of Fact the findings and analysis in the staff report attached as "Exhibit D," which are 
incorporated by this reference, and; 

WHEREAS based upon the foregoing Findings of Fact, the City Council finds 
that it is in the best interest of the residents and inhabitants of the City and the public; the 
public interest will be served by adopting the amendment at this time; and the amendment 
conforms with the Tualatin Community Plan; and therefore, the Tualatin Development 
Code should be amended. 
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THE CITY OF TUALATIN ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS: 
Section 1. A new definition is added in alphabetical order to TDC 31.060 to read 
as follows: 

Gateway Tower Element. A tall structure, rectilinear or round in plan view, 
that rises to a greater height than the surrounding buildings and which is located in 
a 3.0 acre or larger commercial center development that is in the GC Planning 
District and within a 1,000 foot radius of either (1) the intersection of the centerline 
of SW Nyberg Street with the centerline of Interstate 5, or (2) the intersection of the 
centerline of SW Lower Boones Ferry Road with the centerline of Interstate 5. 
Section 2. A new section, TDC 54.035, is added to read as follows: 
Section 54.035 Gateway Tower Elements. 

Gateway Tower Elements are permitted in the GC Planning District, subject 
to the following restrictions. A Gateway Tower Element shall not be located within 
a Mixed Use Commercial Overlay District (MUCOD). 

(1) The Gateway Tower element shall be located within a 3.0 acre or larger 
commercial center development that is in a CG Planning District and within a 1,000 
foot radius of: 

(a) The intersection of the centerline of SW Nyberg Street with the 
centerline of Interstate 1-5. 

(b) The intersection of the centerline of SW Lower Boones Ferry 
Road with the centerline of Interstate 1-5. 

(2) Number: a maximum of two (2) Gateway Tower Elements are permitted 
within a commercial center development, with a minimum separation of 200 feet. 

(3) Height: a Gateway Tower Element feature shall not exceed a structure 
height of 60 feet. 

(4) Width and depth: no Gateway Tower Element shall have exterior 
width, depth, or diameter dimensions greater than 20 feet nor less than 6 feet. 

(5) Design. 
(a) Gateway Tower Elements shall incorporate architectural details 

including, but not limited to, fenestrations; eaves; window openings; and variations 
in roofline, volume, massing, and exterior materials. Architectural materials and 
details shall be of a high quality and shall relate to the design elements used on other 
structures in the development site. 

(b) Gateway Tower Elements shall include a gable, hip, dome or 
pitched roof form without a spire or pinnacle above. The roof material shall be 
opaque and not transparent or translucent. 

(c) Clocks, bells and similar features are prohibited. 
(6) Lighting: A Gateway Tower Element may be illuminated by indirect 

illumination. Direct illumination or internal illumination other than light emitted 
from approved windows or fenestrations is prohibited. 

(7) Signage: Signs are prohibited on a Gateway Tower Element structure. 
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Section 3. TDC 54.070 is amended to read as follows: 
(1) Except for flagpoles displaying the flag of the United States of America, either 

alone or with the State of Oregon flag which shall not exceed 100 feet in height above 
grade, and except as provided in TDC 54.070(2) or (3), the maximum height of any 
structure is 45 feet. 

(2) Maximum structure height for a wireless communication support structure 
and antennas located within 300 feet of the centerline of 1-5 is 120 feet. 

(3) Maximum structure height for Gateway Tower Elements is 60 feet.
