(LUBA).

If you wish to appeal, you must file a notice of intent to appeal with the Land Use Board of Appeals
(LUBA) no later than 21 days from the date the decision was mailed to you by the local government.
If you have questions, check with the local government to determine the appeal deadline. Copies of
the notice of intent to appeal must be served upon the local government and others who received
written notice of the final decision from the local government. The notice of intent to appeal must be
served and filed in the form and manner prescribed by LUBA, (OAR Chapter 661, Division 10).

An ordinance changing the zoning designation of real property owned by Faith

WHEREAS, the above-referenced owners submitted a zone change application to the
City requesting that the zoning designation of the real property which is described on Exhibit 1
hereto (Faith Farms, Inc. property), and Exhibit 2 hereto (Mannenbach property) and by this
reference incorporated herein, be changed from Residential Agricultural to Residential Single
Family; and

WHEREAS, after due notice, the Planning Commission held a public hearing on the

The Findings and Conclusions set forth in the staff report on this matter, and
File No. ZC 1-07, submitted into the record herein on a May 7, 2007, are hereby adopted and
approved as the Findings and Conclusions in support of this zone change.
