If you wish to appeal, you must file a notice of intent to appeal with the Land Use Board of Appeals 
(LUBA) no later than 21 days from the date the decision was mailed to you by the local government. If 
you have questions, check with the local government to determine the appeal deadline. Copies of the 
notice of intent to appeal must be served upon the local government and others who received written notice 
of the final decision from the local government. The notice of intent to appeal must be served and filed in 
the form and manner prescribed by LUBA, (OAR Chapter 661, Division 10). Please call LUBA at 
503-373-1265, if you have questions about appeal procedures.

I P R O C E S S 

According to the Dayton Development Code, subsection 3.101.04, a Type IV action is a 
legislative review in which the City considers and enacts or amends laws and policies. The 
amendments are initiated in response to an April 2009 letter from the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency (FEMA). According to a Type IV process a public hearing was conducted 
before the Planning Commission making a recommendation to the City Council. City Council 
conducted a public hearing toward making a final decision. Newspaper publications provide 
notice for the hearings. (Adoption of an ordinance is required to codify the amendments .) 

II. B A C K G R O U N D 

In April 2009, the City of Dayton received a letter from the Federal Emergency Management 
Agency (FEMA) indicating the availability of Digital Flood Insurance Rate Maps (DFIRM) and 
a Flood Insurance Study (FIS) Report for Yamhill County, Oregon and Incorporated Areas. 
According to the FÍS, the Study "revises and updates information on the existence and severity 
of flood hazards in the geographic area of Yamhill County" and includes the City of Dayton. 
Summary information on the City of Dayton is presented on page 1 (FIS). See Staff Report, 
Attachment C.

The Development Code, Section 7.2.113.03, makes reference to the Federal insurance 
Administration and the report/map. As instructed by DLCD, the reference study and map are 
changed to "Study for Yamhill County, Oregon, and Incorporated Areas for the date of March 2, 

Within the text the terminology related to base flood level, the lowest floor elevation was 
previously required to be one (1) foot above the base flood elevation. The words "at least" or ''a 
minimum o f 1 are added. Manufactured homes are required to be a minimum of i 8 inches and 
anchored with the purpose of resisting "flotation, collapse, and lateral movement." 

In regards to floodwavs and manufactured home parks and manufactured homes within the park, 
there is recognition that some parks and homes may have existed before the regulations. See 
Section 7.2.1 13.05. Replacement of dwellings is permitted within certain parameters (7.2.1 ¡3.07 

A provision is added to allow stream habitat restoration within a flood way based upon meeting 

The State review directs changes for storage of recreational vehicles on individual lots and 
placement of recreational vehicles within recreational vehicle parks. Staff recommends 
including the information in the parking section to the RV parking on lots and the RV park 
section for those being occupied within a park. 

There were other areas reviewed and not included. One item is in regards to penalties and the 
City already addresses how Code violations are accommodated (7.1.102.06). There was a 
request to deal with the "severability" of this document should there be issues with other sections 
of the Code. The City already has such language under a "savings clause" (7.2. i 02.07). 
Another concern was allowing a process for ' 'interpretations'1 and that is already addressed in the 
Code, Section 7.1.102.04. Changes to the water course should not be under the City's processing 
but determined by the applicable State and Federal agencies. 

A revision to the "Site Development Section" is proposed to accommodate expansion of such 
things as manufactured home parks and any potential commercial/industrials areas that involve 
more that expansion of an existing building. Exiting mobile/manufactured parks or subdivision 
versus expansion of the same are already defined in Dayton's Land Use and Development Code.

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this j ' ¿ f \ i a y o t T X ^ J U ^ 0 0 9 , by and between 
the City of Dayton, a municipal corporation, hereinafter called the "City" and Dayton School 
District #8, hereinafter called the 'Developer;"

The following regulations apply to all lands in identified flood plains as shown 
graphically on the zoning maps. The flood plain is those areas of special flood hazard 
identified by the Federal Insurance Administration in a scientif ic and engineering report 
entitled "^fre Flood Insurance Study foc-^he City of-&ay*€>n, Oregon, The Flood Insurance 
Study for Yamhil l County, Oregon, and Incorporated Areas , with an effect ive date of 
March 2, 2010," with accompanying Flood Insurance Rate Maps. The report and maps 
are incorporated in the overlay zone by this reference and are on file at the City of 
Dayton. When base flood elevation data has not been provided, the City Administrator 
Manager;, or designee, shall have the authority to determine the location of the 
boundaries of the flood plain where there appears to be a conflict between a mapped 
boundary and the actual field conditions, provided a record is maintained of any such 
determination.

subject to a written determination {flood plain development permit) that the following 
requirements are met:

B. The required elevation to which the lowest floor of the structure must be elevated 
can be determined from the Flood Insurance Study. 

C. The structures will be located on natural grade or compacted fill.

E. The Building Official has determined that any construction and substantial 
improvements below base flood level meet the requirements of Sections 2 .110 .07 . 

F. The building permit specifies the required elevation of the lowest floor, any anchoring 
requirements and requires provision of certif ication under Section 2 .110 ,07 0 . , ( 3 ) , prior 
to occupancy, 

G. A cert i f icate signed by a licensed surveyor or civil engineer certifying that the lowest 
floor including basement, is at or above the specific minimum is submitted to the Zoning 
Administrator Manager prior to use of the structure.

In all areas of identified flood plain, the following requirements apply: 

A. Dwell ings and Manufactured Homes 

New residential construct ion, substantial improvement of any residential s t ructures , 
location of a manufactured home on a lot or in a manufactured home park or park 
expansion approved after adoption of this Code shal l : 

1. Have the lowest floor, including basement and below-grade crawl space, e levated on 
a permanent foundation to a m in imum of one (1 ) foot above base flood elevat ion; and 

2. Manufactured homes shall be anchored in accordance with subsection F , ; and 

3. No manufactured home shall be placed in a f loodway, except in an exist ing 
manufactured home park. 

1. Fully enclosed areas below the lowest floor that are subject to flooding are 
prohibited, or shall be designed to automatical ly equalize hydrostat ic flood forces on 
exterior wal ls by al lowing for the entry and exit of f loodwaters . Designs for meeting this 
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requirement must either be cert i f ied by a registered professional engineer or architect or 
must meet or exceed the following minimum cr i ter ia : 

a. A minimum of 2 openings having a total net area of not less than one (1 ) square inch 
for every square foot of enclosed area subject to flooding shal l be provided. 

b. The bottom of all openings shal l be no higher than one foot above grade. 

c. Openings may be equipped with screens , louvers, or other coverings or devices 
provided that they permit the automatic entry and exit of f loodwaters. 

B. Manufactured Homes in Exist ing Manufactured Home Parks - Manufactured homes 
placed on s i tes within exist ing manufactured home parks must be anchored to a 
permanent foundation and ei ther : 

1, Have the lowest floor at, op obovo, f inished floor elevated to a minimum of 18 inches 
above the base flood elevation and be securely anchored to an adequately anchored 
foundation system to resist f lotation, col lapse, and lateral movement ; or, 

2. Have the chass is supported by reinforced piers or other foundation elements of at 
least equivalent strength that are no less than 36 inches in height above grade and be 
securely anchored to an adequately anchored foundation system to resist flotation,' 
col lapse, and lateral movement . 

Manufactured homes outside exist ing manufactured home parks must meet the 
requirements for residential s t ructures . 

C. Non-residential Development - New construction and substant ia l improvement of any 
commercial , industrial or other non-residential s t ructures shall either have the lowest 
floor, including basement , e levated to one (1 ) foot above the level of the base flood 
elevation or, together with attendant utility and sanitary faci l i t ies , sha l l : 

1. Be flood-proofed so that below the base flood level the structure is watert ight with 
wal ls substantia l ly impermeable to the passage of water . 

2. Have structural components capable of resist ing hydrostat ic and hydrodynamic loads 
and effects of buoyancy. 

3. Be cert i f ied by a registered professional engineer or architect that the standards in 
this subsection and subsection E . , are sat isf ied. Th is cert i f icate shal l include the speci f ic 
elevation ( in relation to mean sea level ) to which such structures are f lood-proofed. 

4. Non-residential structures that are e levated, not f lood-proofed, must meet the same 
standards for space below the lowest floor as descr ibed in 7 . 2 . 110 .07 A . , ( 4 ) . 

5. Applicants flood-proofing non-residential buildings shal l be notified that flood 
insurance premiums wil l be based on rates that are one ( 1 ) foot below the flood-proofed 
level ( e .g . a building constructed to the base flood level will be rated as one ( 1 ) foot 
below that level ) . 
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D. Accessory Structures - Sheds or detached garages may be exempt from elevation and 
flood-proofing standards providing the following development standards are met: 

1. The structure cannot be more than 480 square feet in area and shall not be used for 
human habitation; 

2. Shall be designed to have low potential for flood damage; 

3. Shall be constructed and placed on the building site so as to offer minimum 
resistance to the flow of f loodwater ; and, 

4. Shall be firmly anchored to prevent flotation which may result in damage to other 
st ructures . 

E. Fill 

1. Any fill or materials proposed must be shown to have a beneficial purpose and the 
amount thereof not greater than is necessary to achieve that purpose as demonstrated 
by a plan submitted by the owner showing the uses to which the filled land will be put 
and the final dimensions for the proposed fill or other mater ia ls . 

2. Such fill or other materials shall be protected against erosion by rip-rap, vegetation 
cover , or bulk heading. 

F. Anchoring

b. Frame ties be provided at each corner of the home with five addit ional ties per side 
at intermediate points with manufactured homes less than 50 feet long requiring only 
four ties per side. 

c. All components of the anchoring system be capable of carrying a force of 4 ,800 
pounds. 

d. Any additions or expansions to the manufactured home be similarly anchored. 

3. An alternat ive method of anchoring may involve a system designed to withstand a 
wind force of 90 miles per hour or greater (must be cert i f ied) .

7 . 2 . 1 1 3 . 1 0 V a r i a n c e Cr i te r ia 

The following cr iter ia shall be used to review var iance appl icat ions. 

A. Var iances shall only be issued upon a showing that : 

1. There is a good and suff ic ient cause ; 

2. That fa i lure to grant the var iance would result in exceptional hardship to the 
applicant; 

3. That the granting of a var iance will not result in increased flood heights, addit ional 
threats to public sa fety , extraordinary public expense, create nuisances , cause fraud on 
or vict imization of the public, or confl ict with exist ing local laws; 

4. The var iance is the minimum necessary , considering the flood hazard, to afford rel ief ; 

5. The var iance will be consistent with the intent and purpose of the provision being 
varied; 

6. There has not been a previous land use action approved on the basis that var iances 
would not be al lowed; and 

7. The new construction or substant ia l improvement is not within any designated 
regulatory f loodway, or If located in a f loodway, no increase in base flood discharge will 
result . 

7 . 2 . 1 1 3 . 1 1 Warn ing and D i s c l a i m e r of L iabi l i ty 
The degree of flood protection required by this overlay zone is considered reasonable 
for regulatory purposes and is based on scientif ic and engineering considerat ions . Larger 
floods can and will occur on occasion. Flood heights may be increased by man-made or 
natural causes . This zone does not imply that land outside the areas of special flood 
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hazards or uses permitted within such areas will be free from flooding or flood 
damages. Th is zone wil l not create liability on the part of the City of Dayton, any 
officer or employee thereof or the Federal Insurance Administration for any flood 
damages that result from rel iance on this chapter or any decision lawfully made 
thereunder .

C. Storage. The storage of vehicles, trucks, motorcycles, utility trailers, house and vacation trailers, boats 
or other similar vehicles not located within a garage shall be subject to the following: 

3. For properties located within a floodplain, all recreational vehicles shall be fully licensed and 
ready for highway use, on its wheels or jacking system, have no permanently attached 
additions, and comply with all other applicable City regulations.

7 . 2 . 4 0 8 . 0 1 Scope 
Where permitted, recreat ional vehic le (RV ) parks shal l meet the use and development 
standards contained within this Sect ion. 

7 . 2 . 4 0 8 . 0 2 Def in i t ions 
The following definit ions shal l apply : 

A. Recreat ional Vehic le : A unit , with or without motive power, which is designed for 
human occupancy and intended to be used for recreat ional or temporary living purposes. 
Recreat ional vehicle includes: 

1. Camping Tra i le r : A non-motorized vehicle unit mounted on wheels and constructed 
with sides that can be col lapsed when the unit is towed by another vehic le . 

2. Motor Home: A vehicular unit built on or permanently attached to a motorized vehicle 
chass is cab or van which is an integral part of the complete vehic le . 

3. T rave l T ra i l e r : A vehicular unit without motive power which has a roof, f loor, and 
sides and is mounted on wheels and designed to be towed by a motorized vehic le , but 
which is not of such size or weight as to require special highway movement permits . 

4. Truck Camper : A portable unit which has a roof, f loor, and sides and is designed to 
be loaded onto and unloaded out of the bed of a truck or pick-up truck. 

5. Boat, l icensed or un-l lcensed, j e t boat, ski-boat, including tra i ler . 
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6. All-terrain vehicle (ATV) including snowmobiles. 

B. Recreational Vehicle Park: Any area operated and maintained for the purposes of 
providing space for overnight use by recreational vehicles. 

C. Recreational Vehicle Space: The area under a parked and occupied recreational 
vehicle. 

D. Roadway: Interior streets which provide access to the individual RV spaces, 

(other intervening sections and end with the following insert) 

7.2.408.05 Floodplain 

A.Al) recreational vehicles shall be fully licensed and ready for highway use, on its wheels or 
jacking system, be attached to the site only by quick disconnect type utilities and security 
devices, and have no permanently attached additions, or 

B.The chassis is supported by reinforced piers or other foundation elements o f at least equivalent 
strength that are not less than 36 inches in height above grade and be securely anchored to an 
adequately anchored foundation system to resist flotation, collapse, and lateral movement. 

7 ,3 ,106 S I T E DEVELOPMENT R E V I E W 

7 . 3 . 1 0 6 . 0 2 Applicabi l i ty of Provis ions 
A. Applicability. Site Development Review shall be applicable to all new developments 
and major remodeling, except: 

1. Single-family detached dwell ings; 

2. A duplex; or 

3. Any commercial , industrial or public facility expansion or remodel that does not 
exceed 2 5 % percent of the total square footage of the structure existing at the time of 
the adoption of this Code and/or does not expand the activity/business area on the 
subject property beyond 25 percent (i.e. outdoor uses). 

B. Underlying Zone. All of the provisions and regulations of the underlying zone shall 
apply unless modified by other Sections of this Code. 
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
