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The beginnings and the early years of the Program for Cooperative Cataloging (PCC) had a profound 

impact on the approach taken to cataloging in North America and around the world. The commitment to 

standards, cooperation, and expanded access also had an impact that went far beyond cataloging 

operations. One library dean traces the evolution of her vision and contemplates how 

the PCC's principles have shaped her entire career and have affected the libraries in which she has 

worked.  
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
