Therefore | am returned, lest confidence 140

Deceive ye to persuasion over-sure

Of like succeeding here. | summon all

Rather to be in readiness with hand

Or counsel to assist, lest I, who erst

Thought none my equal, now be overmatched."
So spake the old Serpent, doubting, and from all

With clamour was assured their utmost aid

At his command; when from amidst them rose

Belial, the dissolutest Spirit that fell, 150

The sensualest, and, after Asmodai,

The fleshliest Incubus, and thus advised:--
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"Set women in his eye and in hiswalk,
Among daughters of men the fairest found.
Many are in each region passing fair
Asthe noon sky, more like to goddesses
Than mortal creatures, graceful and discreet,
Expert in amorous arts, enchanting tongues
Persuasive, virgin majesty with mild
And sweet allayed, yet terrible to approach, 160
Skilled to retire, and in retiring draw
Hearts after them tangled in amorous nets.
Such object hath the power to soften and tame
Severest temper, smooth the rugged'st brow,
Enerve, and with voluptuous hope dissolve,
Draw out with credulous desire, and lead
At will the manliest, resolutest breast,
Asthe magnetic hardest iron draws.
Women, when nothing else, beguiled the heart

To whom quick answer Satan thus returned:--
"Belial, in much uneven scale thou weigh'st

Before the Flood, thou, with thy lusty crew,
Falsetitled Sons of God, roaming the Earth,
Cast wanton eyes on the daughters of men, 180
And coupled with them, and begot arace.

For Solomon, he lived at ease, and, full
Of honour, wealth, high fare, aimed not beyond
Higher design than to enjoy his state;
Thence to the bait of women lay exposed.
But he whom we attempt is wiser far
Than Solomon, of more exalted mind,
Made and set wholly on the accomplishment
Of greatest things. What woman will you find,
Though of this age the wonder and the fame,
On whom his leisure will voutsafe an eye 210
Of fond desire?

Our Saviour, and found all was but a dream;
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Fasting he went to sleep, and fasting waked.

Up to a hill anon his steps he reared,

If cottage were in view, sheep-cote, or herd;

He spake no dream,; for, as his words had end,

To whom thus Jesus patiently replied:--
"Y et wealth without these three is impotent
To gain dominion, or to keep it gained--
Witness those ancient empires of the earth,
In highth of all their flowing wealth dissolved;
But men endued with these have oft attained,
In lowest poverty, to highest deeds--
Gideon, and Jephtha, and the shepherd lad
Whose offspring on the throne of Juda sate 440
So many ages, and shall yet regain
That seat, and reign in Isragl without end.
Among the Heathen (for throughout the world
To meis not unknown what hath been done
Worthy of memorial) canst thou not remember
Quintius, Fabricius, Curius, Regulus?
For | esteem those names of men so poor,
Who could do mighty things, and could contemn

Extol not riches, then, the toil of fools,
The wise man's cumbrance, if not snare; more apt

What if with like aversion | reject
Riches and realms! Y et not for that a crown,
Golden in shew, is but awreath of thorns,
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Brings dangers, troubles, cares, and slegpless nights, 460
To him who wears the regal diadem,

When on his shoulders each man's burden lies;

For therein stands the office of aking,

His honour, virtue, merit, and chief praise,

That for the public all thisweight he bears.

Y et he who reigns within himself, and rules

Passions, desires, and fears, is more a king--

Which every wise and virtuous man attains;

And who attains not, ill aspiresto rule

Cities of men, or headstrong multitudes, 470
Subject himself to anarchy within,

Or lawless passions in him, which he serves.

But to guide nations in the way of truth

By saving doctrine, and from error lead

To know, and, knowing, worship God aright,

Is yet more kingly. This attracts the soul,

Governs the inner man, the nobler part;

That other o'er the body only reigns,

And oft by force--which to a generous mind

So reigning can be no sincere delight. 480
Besides, to give a kingdom hath been thought

Greater and nobler done, and to lay down

Far more magnanimous, than to assume.

The Pontic king, and in triumph had rode.

Y et years, and to ripe years judgment mature,
Quench not the thirst of glory, but augment.
Great Julius, whom now all the world admires,
The more he grew in years, the more inflamed
With glory, wept that he had lived so long
Ingloroious. But thou yet art not too late."

To whom our Saviour calmly thus replied:--
"Thou neither dost persuade me to seek wealth
For empire's sake, nor empire to affect
For glory's sake, by all thy argument.

For what is glory but the blaze of fame,

The peoplé€'s praise, if always praise unmixed?

They praise and they admire they know not what,
And know not whom, but as one |leads the other;

The intelligent among them and the wise

When, to extend his fame through Heaven and Earth,
Asthou to thy reproach may'st well remember,
He asked thee, 'Hast thou seen my servant Job?
Famous he was in Heaven; on Earth less known,
Where glory isfalse glory, attributed

To things not glorious, men not worthy of fame.
They err who count it glorious to subdue

By conquest far and wide, to overrun

Large countries, and in field great battles win,
Great cities by assault. What do these worthies
But rob and spoil, burn, slaughter, and enslave
Peaceabl e nations, neighbouring or remote,
Made captive, yet deserving freedom more

By what he taught and suffered for so doing,

Equal in fame to proudest conquerors.

Y et, if for fame and glory aught be done, 100
Aught suffered--if young African for fame

His wasted country freed from Punic rage--

The deed becomes unpraised, the man at |east,
And loses, though but verbal, his reward.

Shall | seek glory, then, as vain men seek,

Oft not deserved? | seek not mine, but His

Who sent me, and thereby witness whence | am."

To whom the Tempter, murmuring, thus replied:--
"Think not so slight of glory, therein least
Resembling thy great Father. He seeks glory, 110
And for hisglory all things made, all things
Orders and governs; nor content in Heaven,

By all his Angels glorified, requires

Glory from men, from all men, good or bad,
Wise or unwise, no difference, no exemption.
Above all sacrifice, or hallowed gift,

Glory he requires, and glory he receives,
Promiscuous from all nations, Jew, or Greek,

Or Barbarous, nor exception hath declared;

My error was my error, and my crime

A shelter and akind of shading cool

Interposition, as a summer's cloud.

If I, then, to the worst that can be haste,

Why move thy feet so slow to what is best?

Happiest, both to thyself and al the world,
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That thou, who worthiest art, shouldst be their King!
Perhaps thou linger'st in deep thoughts detained
Of the enterprise so hazardous and high!
No wonder; for, though in thee be united
What of perfection can in Man be found, 230
Or human nature can receive, consider
Thy life hath yet been private, most part spent
At home, scarce viewed the Galilean towns,
And once ayear Jerusalem, few days
Short sojourn; and what thence couldst thou observe?
The world thou hast not seen, much less her glory,
Empires, and monarchs, and their radiant courts--
Best school of best experience, quickest in sight
In al things that to greatest actions lead.

From the Asian kings (and Parthian among these),
From India and the Golden Chersoness,

And utmost Indian isle Taprobane,

Dusk faces with white silken turbants wreathed;
From Gallia, Gades, and the British west;
Germans, and Scythians, and Sarmatians north
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Beyond Danubius to the Tauric pool.
All nations now to Rome obedience pay-- 80
To Rome's great Emperor, whose wide domain,
In ample territory, wealth and power,
Civility of manners, arts and arms,
And long renown, thou justly may'st prefer
Before the Parthian. These two thrones except,
Therest are barbarous, and scarce worth the sight,
Shared among petty kings too far removed;
These having shewn thee, | have shewn thee all

All knowledge is not couched in Moses' law,

The Pentateuch, or what the Prophets wrote;

The Gentiles also know, and write, and teach

To admiration, led by Nature's light;

And with the Gentiles much thou must converse,

Ruling them by persuasion, as thou mean'st. 230
Without their learning, how wilt thou with them,

Or they with thee, hold conversation meet?

How wilt thou reason with them, how refute

Thelr idolisms, traditions, paradoxes?

Error by hisown armsis best evinced.

L ook once more, ere we leave this specular mount,

Westward, much nearer by south-west; behold

Where on the AEgean shore a city stands,

Built nobly, pure the air and light the soil--

Athens, the eye of Greece, mother of arts 240
And Eloguence, native to famous wits

Or hospitable, in her sweet recess,

City or suburban, studious walks and shades.

See there the olive-grove of Academe,

Plato's retirement, where the Attic bird

Trills her thick-warbled notes the summer long;

There, flowery hill, Hymettus, with the sound

Of bees industrious murmur, oft invites

To studious musing; there Ilissus rowls

His whispering stream. Within the walls then view 250
The schools of ancient sages--his who bred

Great Alexander to subdue the world,

Lyceum there; and painted Stoa next.
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There thou shalt hear and learn the secret power

Of harmony, in tones and numbers hit

By voice or hand, and various-measured verse,

AEolian charms and Dorian lyric odes,

And his who gave them breath, but higher sung,

Blind Melesigenes, thence Homer called,

Whose poem Phoebus challenged for his own. 260

Thence what the lofty grave Tragedians taught

In chorus or iambic, teachers best

Of moral prudence, with delight received

In brief sententious precepts, while they treat

Of fate, and chance, and change in human life,

High actions and high passions best describing.

Thence to the famous Orators repair,

Those ancient whose resistless el oquence

Wielded at will that fierce democraty,

Shook the Arsenal, and fulmined over Greece 270

To Macedon and Artaxerxes throne.

To sage Philosophy next lend thine ear,

From heaven descended to the low-roofed house

Of Socrates--see there his tenement--

Whom, well inspired, the Oracle pronounced

Wisest of men; from whose mouth issued forth

Méllifluous streams, that watered all the schools

Of Academics old and new, with those

Surnamed Peripatetics, and the sect

Epicurean, and the Stoic severe. 280

These here revolve, or, asthou likest, at home,

Till time mature thee to a kingdom's weight;

These rules will render thee a king complete

Within thyself, much more with empire joined."
To whom our Saviour sagely thus replied:--

"Think not but that | know these things; or, think

| know them not, not therefore am | short

Of knowing what | ought. He who receives

Light from above, from the Fountain of Light,

No other doctrine needs, though granted true; 290

But these are false, or little else but dreams,

Conjectures, fancies, built on nothing firm.

Thefirst and wisest of them all professed

To know this only, that he nothing knew;

The next to fabling fell and smooth conceits,

A third sort doubted all things, though plain sense;

Othersin virtue placed felicity,
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But virtue joined with riches and long life;

In corporal pleasure he, and careless ease;

The Stoic last in philosophic pride, 300
By him called virtue, and his virtuous man,

Wise, perfect in himself, and all possessing,

Equal to God, oft shames not to prefer,

As fearing God nor man, contemning all

Wealth, pleasure, pain or torment, death and life--

Which, when helists, he leaves, or boasts he can;

For all histedious talk is but vain boast,

Or subtle shifts conviction to evade.

Alas! what can they teach, and not mislead,

Ignorant of themselves, of God much more, 310
And how the World began, and how Man fell,

Degraded by himself, on grace depending?

Much of the Soul they talk, but all awry;

And in themselves seek virtue; and to themselves

All glory arrogate, to God give none;

Rather accuse him under usual names,

Fortune and Fate, as one regardless quite

Of mortal things. Who, therefore, seeksin these

True wisdom finds her not, or, by delusion

Far worse, her false resemblance only meets, 320
An empty cloud. However, many books,

Wise men have said, are wearisome; who reads

Incessantly, and to his reading brings not

A spirit and judgment equal or superior,

(And what he brings what needs he el sewhere seek?)

Uncertain and unsettled still remains,

Deep-versed in books and shallow in himself,

Crude or intoxicate, collecting toys

And trifles for choice matters, worth a sponge,

As children gathering pebbles on the shore. 330
Or, if I would delight my private hours

With music or with poem, where so soon

Asin our native language can | find

That solace? All our Law and Story strewed

With hymns, our Psalms with artful terms inscribed,

Our Hebrew songs and harps, in Babylon

That pleased so well our victor's ear, declare

That rather Greece from us these arts derived--

[l imitated while they loudest sing

The vices of their deities, and their own, 340
In fable, hymn, or song, so personating
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Thelr gods ridiculous, and themsel ves past shame.
Remove their swelling epithetes, thick-laid
Asvarnish on a harlot's cheek, the rest,
Thin-sown with aught of profit or delight,
Will far be found unworthy to compare
With Sion's songs, to al true tastes excelling,
Where God is praised aright and godlike men,
The Holiest of Holies and his Saints
(Such are from God inspired, not such from thee); 350
Unless where moral virtue is expressed
By light of Nature, not in al quite lost.
Thelr orators thou then extoll'st as those
The top of eloguence--statists indeed,
And lovers of their country, as may seem;
But herein to our Prophets far beneath,
As men divinely taught, and better teaching
The solid rules of civil government,
In their magjestic, unaffected style,
Than all the oratory of Greece and Rome. 360
In them is plainest taught, and easiest learnt,
What makes a nation happy, and keepsiit so,
What ruins kingdoms, and lays cities flat;
These only, with our Law, best form aking."
So spake the Son of God; but Satan, now
Quite at aloss (for al his darts were spent),
Thusto our Saviour, with stern brow, replied:--
"Since neither wealth nor honour, arms nor arts,
Kingdom nor empire, pleases thee, nor aught
By me proposed in life contemplative 370
Or active, tended on by glory or fame,
What dost thou in this world? The Wilderness
For thee isfittest place: | found thee there,
And thither will return thee. Y et remember

A kingdom they portend thee, but what kingdom,
Real or allegoric, | discern not; 390
Nor when: eternal sure--as without end,
Without beginning; for no date prefixed
Directs mein the starry rubric set."
So saying, he took (for still he knew his power
Not yet expired), and to the Wilderness
Brought back, the Son of God, and left him there,
Feigning to disappear. Darkness now rose,
Asdaylight sunk, and brought in louring Night,
Her shadowy offspring, unsubstantial both,
Privation mere of light and absent day.

Our Saviour, meek, and with untroubled mind
After hisaerie jaunt, though hurried sore,
Hungry and cold, betook him to his rest,
Wherever, under some concourse of shades,
Whose branching arms thick intertwined might shield
From dews and damps of night his sheltered head;

Thus they the Son of God, our Saviour meek,
Sung victor, and, from heavenly feast refreshed,
Brought on hisway with joy. He, unobserved,
Home to his mother's house private returned.
